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Comparing the Biblical Accounts of the Origins to
The Evidence from Science

After many thousands of hours of scientific research comparing all the biblical accounts to the physical evidence from modern science a conclusion has been reached.

There is only one point of disagreement—and that point is not on what caused it all to happen, rather it is on whether or not that ultimate cause had/has the attributes of intelligence, whether or not it has the capability to be self aware, the capability to be aware of its surroundings, to be able to plan with the skills of engineering and wisdom—more particularly, the capability to actually care for its creation (the ill understood concept we call agape love.)

After exhaustive efforts at resolving what all the biblical accounts of the origins really say, and sorting the facts of science from the interpretations of scientists, the following conclusions are found.

Both the biblical accounts of the origins and the evidence from modern science agree on the facts of which events actually occurred in the progression of events that resulted in the universe, solar system, the planet earth, the sea and continents, and the ecology of physical life thereon.

Both the biblical accounts of the origins and the evidence from modern science agree on the order in which those events occurred.

Most of those events and the order of occurrence of those events occurred before humans existed, and could not have been discovered without the tools of modern science.

Yet, publication of the details in the bible occurred thousands of years before those events and the order of occurrence (the chronology) was, or even could have been discovered and published by modern science.

Yet, secular society give all the credit for discovery of each and every one of those details to modern science, not to the source from which the bible came.

Modern science assigns all the credit for all existence to two things.

The first being the original existence of something that one of the laws of modern science says exists forever, and be neither created nor destroyed.  That law is the first Law of Thermodynamics, also known as the Law of Conservation of Energy:  That law s states that energy can not be created or destroyed; it can only be redistributed or transformed from one form to another.
  That original “something” that exists forever is some form of energy, matter, force, power—or some combination of all which could be expressed with the plural form of a word that includes all those concepts 

Such a word actually does exist in the ancient Hebrew language.  It is Elohiym.  It is a plural form of the combined concepts of power, force, energy…etc.  However, this information is little known because, although sometimes it is translated  “power,” or “powerful,” it is commonly translated into the common word meaning something to be revered.  That common translation is into the word “God.”  More revealing, to illustrate that the ancient Hebrew concept really means what it says, that the knowledge of the first law of thermodynamics is the root meaning,  That word Elohiym is typically combined with another word which has the basic meaning of “that which exists” meaning that which can be neither created nor destroyed, that which exists forever, the exact definition of the first law of thermodynamics.  That word is Yahwah which is typically translated into a common word which means boss, or master—a word from the slave/master culture which dictates we should revere and respect it.  That word is Lord.  We recognize that common combination as the religious concept; “Lord God.”

The second thing being the philosophy of spontaneous generation, the belief that when left alone without any outside influence, matter and energy will spontaneously become complexly organized—even to the level of complexity necessary to turn a black hole into a universe complete with various forms of life which have the capability to be self aware, to be able to control their environment according to that awareness, to be able to accumulate knowledge and use that knowledge and awareness in constructive decision making.

The bible also assigns all the credit for all existence to two things.

The first thing is the same thing which modern science gives credit.  In the bible that which is credited with the origin of the universe is but is given a name rather than a law.  That name which means the same as the scientific law, is Yahway Elohiym.

However, the second thing that the bible gives credit is the opposite of the philosophy of spontaneous generation.  It is the philosophy that that particular plural form of Elohiym also possesses the same attributes which the spontaneous generation supposedly creates—the capability to be self aware, to be able to control their environment according to that awareness, to be able to accumulate knowledge and use that knowledge and awareness in constructive decision making, the capability to actually care for others of its own kind (the ill understood concept we call agape love.)

Thus, the only real disagreement between the biblical accounts of the origins and the interpretations of scientists of their discovered facts is that science believes that which is controlled by the first law of thermodynamics is also controlled by the philosophy of spontaneous generation, where and the biblical accounts attribute that virtue to the eternal existence already and that eternal existence has the capability to create others in its own image.
