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Jonah’s Reply

 “Then said they unto him, ‘Tell us, we pray thee, for whose cause this evil is upon us; What is thine occupation? and whence comest thou? what is thy country? and of what people art thou?’  And he said unto them, ‘I am an Hebrew; and I fear the Eternal Power, Force and Energy of the Universe which can be neither created nor destroyed, which hath made the ocean and the continents’.  Then were the men exceedingly afraid…”
Jonah 1:8-10

When you use words that have the same meanings as in the original Hebrew language, it makes much greater sense.  What Jonah actually said was a scientific statement of fact that was figured out my modern science within the past century, that all the matter of the universe , according to Einstein’s formula, E=MC2, came from some transformation of the ultimate energies itself when it said, “Let there be light.”  And that was Jonah’s God, or “Higher Power” as “God” is referred to in some circles such as the men on the ship Jonah was riding on. 

You see, the names we use for God are puny and powerless compared to the ones the Hebrews used.  

When we translate it to say, “the LORD, the God of Heaven”  the meaning becomes “the Big Boss, (one who has been elevated among his peers to be master over us), “the deified mortal,” who is “out there somewhere.”

But the words in the Hebrew language were more specific.  The word 'elohiym, that we translate into “God,” actually is the plural form of a word meaning power, force, and energy.  The word, Yĕhovah, that we translate into “LORD” actually is the sacred word meaning that “which exists, the eternal entity, that which is, which can be neither created nor destroyed.”  And the word shamayim, that we translate into “heaven,” actually is the plural form of a word meaning “that which is above,” and can refer to anything from the atmosphere in which birds fly to the entire universe when used in the context that includes the oceans and the continents as in “heaven, earth and sea.”  

So, in this context, Jonah made a scientific statement about exactly what he believed his “higher power” to be.  And that scientific statement has the exact meaning as quoted above, and as recognized by modern science as the mechanism that occurred at the beginning of the universe, sometimes referred to as the “Big Bang.”.
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
