The Heart of God.

Pondering the questions:

What is it about the concept, “a man after God’s own heart” that qualified king David to be described as such?

What is “God’s own heart”?

Is most of what many theologians consider when pondering this question merely the heart of religion rather than of God?

Which brings up the question, What is God’s favorite subject?”  Is it something that has to do with religion?  Or, is it something that is more in the field of reality, something to do with that which really exists.

God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. Jhn 4:24 (KJV)

That verse does not say people must worship God religiously.  Rather, it says more about what God is rather than how to worship Him.

The confusion comes in the actual concept that defines the ancient Greek word, pneuma, or the same concept contained in the ancient Hebrew word ruwach.

The problem is, that concept, when translated into English, is presented as an example of something considered to be pneuma or ruwach.  Rather than the overall concept itself.  That overall concept is that of an invisible force.  The two most obvious examples are either wind, or spirit.  But modern examples of pneuma, or ruwach would be the force in compressed air, called pneumatic energy, electricity, magnetism, or many other forces defined by modern science.

Even more confusion comes when it is translated into the term spirit, which is seemingly indefinable outside the realm of religion.  

In the real world of that which is true, the basic underlying definition of pneuma, or ruwach makes more sense when John 4:24  is translated using the true concept of pneuma as in, 
“God is an invisible force, and they that worship him must worship him as an invisible force that truly exists.”

This removes the religious confusion found in the typical religious explanation of that verse, and puts it into the domain of physical science.

So, could God’s favorite subject be Physical Science rather than some religious or moral topic?

Job’s conversation with God would seem to indicate God’s favorite subject, the “heart of God” is the physical sciences—the great outdoors as in the heart of king David.  In the conversations with Job, where Job kept pressing God with religious questions, God would change the subject to questions that would be considered to be in the realm of the physical sciences.

This opens up the discussion to other places in the bible that point out the disconnect between religious explanations and what God really is……

Mat 22:29  Jesus answered and said unto them, Ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of God.

1Cr 15:35-58 where Paul discusses the Extra-Terrestrial nature of the resurrected body.
